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I've been hard at work in our community—partnering with local immigrant rights organizations to distribute Know Your Rights tools,
collaborating with neighbors, and joining fellow elected officials to protect families. As we confront devastating federal budget cuts from
the Trump administration, I'm fighting to safeguard the programs and services our communities depend on.

That means defending food security as the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) and school meals come under threat;
protecting access to healthcare for our neighbors, even as Medicaid faces cuts; and holding corporations accountable for the environmental
harm they cause in our neighborhoods, despite the influence of corrupt decision makers. 've also teamed up with legal advocacy groups
to help constituents resolve housing issues and access vital legal support.

As we enter this new season and prepare for the upcoming legislative session, | remain steadfast in the fight for a more affordable, safer,
and equitable New York—one where every neighbor has the resources and dignity they deserve.
